The days of a quality public education being 

“free” are over.  The current state budget crisis has 

only served to highlight this reality. If you care 

passionately about the quality of the student expe-

rience, you must consider helping bridge the finan-

cial gap between what the district (and state) 

provides financially and what is needed to ensure 

Muirlands’ success.

Historically, the Muirlands’ Foundation has 

funded approximately $60,000 in non-teaching 

staff salaries annually.  It has also funded teacher 

wish lists, East Coast Trip scholarships, campus 

beautification, and on-site technology resulting in 

annual expenditures of approximately $100,000.   

So that is our “must do” fundraising goal.   It is so 

achievable (less than $100/student), that it has set 

this year’s Foundation Board to thinking:

What if we raised $200,000?  

What kind of difference could that additional 

$100,000 make for our students at Muir-

lands?  

Specifically, the Foundation Board has been 

exploring what we might be able to do about 

reducing class sizes and enhancing technol-

ogy.  With more funds, the Foundation would 

be able to provide a few additional sections 

to reduce the size of our largest classes.  This 

approach requires the cooperation of key teachers 

agreeing to forego their planning period to teach an 

additional class.   In exchange, the Foundation 

would pay for the additional teaching time.

We are also eager to continue enhancing class-

room technology.  For as many computers as the 

Foundation has purchased in recent years, there is 

still a significant opportunity to positively 

impact the classroom experience  with more  

laptops.  And as our investment in hardware 

increases, the need for technology support also 

increases.

The Muirlands’ Foundation is charged with 

raising funds for the betterment of our students.  

We will ask you throughout the year to help us 

achieve our $200,000 goal.  And for as many ways 

as we ask, we will provide you with opportunities to 

give.

●  Sunset at the Cove (Thursday, October 16th) 

provides an opportunity to fund teacher wish 

lists.

●  The Luncheon Boutique (November 6th) is 

a fun-filled afternoon of shopping and eating 

and visiting where 20% of all vendor receipts 

benefit the Foundation.

● The purchase of ceramic tiles ($50) and 

inspirational quotes ($50) help fund 

campus beautification.

●  But the easiest and most direct way to 

support the Foundation’s mission is to 

simply GIVE!
